
InteGrade Pro Grade Book Errors
“-2068 – can’t open file for teacher” occurs during a grade import when the user does not have the network authority to perform the process.

“Access violation at address XXXXXXXX in module ‘igproserver.exe’. Read of address XXXXXXXX” occurs when new teachers are added [via roster export from SASI] and try to access their grade book prematurely. 
“Can’t open file (-212)” occurs while using the InteGrade Pro Data Exchange Atom in SASI to import grades if the user is not ‘pointing to’ the correct path (directory structure). 

“Error 503, No Recipient” occurs when sending e-mail progress report to a recipient with an invalid e-mail address on the Contacts tab. 
“Error on Line ?? Record Code=N070” occurs when using the Data Exchange Atom to export class rosters and there are two students with the same ID number.  
“Expected tokens missing” occurs when the data in the Marks Definition Atom in SASI (Grading Setup folder) is incorrect.  

“Internal data table error” occurs in older versions of InteGrade Pro and is related to using the Data Exchange Atom while selecting “All Teachers” compounded by too many people in the Teacher Atom who do not use grade books.  

“Invalid data for (class, spread, task, stud)“– required data missing” occurs during a grade book export when a grade or comment is missing for a student.  

“Invalid date or date format XXXXXXX” (X is student ID) occurs when the student’s date of birth is missing or in an incorrect format.

“Table N060:Unable to write table” occurs while exporting through the Data Exchange Atom and no “Comments table” (Grading Setup folder) has been set up in SASI [or is set up incorrectly].  
“This file is checked out by another user. You will not be able to save changes to it. Do you want to open it as read only?” occurs when (a) someone else is using the grade book file, (b) in older versions the Server would ‘cut off’ the file if it was left open and idle for more than 30 minutes.
“This file was not properly checked in last time you accessed the server. Do you have a local copy to upload?” can occur with local power outage, network failure, etc.  
“This grade book was created on a local machine and cannot be opened by InteGrade Pro in a client/server mode” occurs when teacher accidentally saves to the wrong place, or sometimes with loss of network connection or power, etc.
“Unable to create specified file” occurs when the user does not have rights on the network to create this file in that particular location.
“Win32 Error. Code 1400. Invalid window handle” occurs when multiple class rosters are open at the same time within a grade book.

“Your administrator has disabled e-mail messaging” can occur when a teacher attempts to send an e-mail progress report from the grade book.
