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Getting Started
There are basically two ways to customize Powerschool – custom screens and custom pages:

Custom screens are built within Powerschool.

Custom pages are built using a HTML editor like Dreamweaver, Frontpage, etc. 

Custom screens can only be built for students and staff and are viewed by choosing a student or staff member. 
Custom pages can be built to replace any existing html page in Powerschool or built as a new page.

Custom screens are built to accommodate custom fields or replace other screens by containing various regular fields.

Custom pages are built to replace existing html pages in any part of Powerschool with a page to better suit your needs.

The PowerSchool pages you access via the web are stored in a folder called web_root on the PowerSchool server.  By default, the pages are stored within a folder called system.  If you try to customize those pages, your changes will be overwritten when the system resets nightly or whenever you reset the server.  When you enable customization, copies of the web_root folder and sub folders are created in a folder called the custom folder.  Any pages you copy over to the custom folder and modify will be the ones PowerSchool will display provided they are in the exact same folder location where they reside in the system folder.  The custom section also has an images folder, so any images you put in it that are named the same as those in the system section, will be used instead.   There is also a wildcard folder, so you can also copy over a wildcard file and customize it.   Custom web pages are stored on the server in the following folder within the PowerSchoolPro folder:  

  \data\custom\web_root 

If you open the custom\web_root folder on your server and it's empty, do the following: 

1.  Log into PowerSchool as an admin.
2.  Click on System, System Settings, Customization, Synchronize Custom web_root
3.  If Customization Enabled is not checked, check it off and click on Submit 

Once you've clicked on the Synchronize Custom web_root link, you should have folders in the \data\custom folder that match the main PowerSchool web folders which can be found in the following location: 

  \system\server\resources\web_root

To get your custom pages to work: 

It's very important you do this exactly as stated.  Picking another Special Operation choice and clicking Submit could cause major problems to your system and database. 

Click on System, Special Operation - choose Rebuild Custom Page Links from the Operation drop down list and click on Submit (leave the Param and Code boxes blank - just choose Rebuild Custom Page Links and click on Submit)
To change any existing PowerSchool built pages, copy them from the system web_root location to the same location in the custom web_root  folder.  Do not move the pages, just copy them because if Customization Enabled is ever unchecked, then what's in the system folder is used and if you move the pages users will receive page not found errors.   For example, if you want to customize the admin login page, you need to copy the pw.html page from the following location: 

  \system\server\resources\web_root\admin 

to 

  \data\custom\web_root\admin 

You can either change the pages that appear in the custom folder directly on the server or edit them on another computer and copy them back to the custom folder.  To determine which folder the page is located in, look at the url for the page in the browser (you may have to open some links in a new browser window to see the full url).  Replace your PowerSchool domain name or ip address with the web_root folder name.  For example, the admin login page located at yourpsserveraddress/admin is located in the web_root\admin folder.
  

As you customize you may need to view the HTML coding for different pages to find links to add.  You can either look at the HTML page itself or view the source through a web browser.  You must view the page though without selected data which can cause incorrect link information.  To do so, delete any ?frn= information and replace it with a t after the html word and press enter.  Some pages you will need to open in new browser windows to change the url to add the t.  This is especially common on the student screens.  You should see an option to open a link in a new window if you right click on it on a Windows machine or ctrl-click on it on a Mac.
  

If you uncheck Customization Enabled, then none of your custom pages, images, or wildcards will be used.  To quit using just one page, image, or wildcard, just delete it from the custom folder and PowerSchool will use the original instead.

Customizations for Powerschool Administration
Display Class Grades for Admins
Admins can see grades for students by looking at quick lookup screens, but there's no built-in screen that allows them to see how all the students are doing in a class.  The following pages make it easy for admins to view the current grades for a class.  If your schools have different terms and you'd like to have pages that match different school information, follow the directions after the last screenshot.

To view the grades, an admin clicks on Teacher Schedules and then the name of a teacher.  In addition to the default links for each class, a new one appears for grades as seen below: 
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When the Grades link is clicked on, the page will display the current grades for the class as seen below (if your school uses terms other than Q1, Q2, etc., you will need to modify the column headings and codes on the classgrades.html page): 
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*If the file already exists in the custom folder, modify it instead of copying over it.  Depending on which version of Powerschool you are on, you may need to modify the reference to the logo gif file as 4.2.x and 4.3.x use different logos.

Changing The Images That Appear
The images are stored in the \system\server\resources\web_root\images folder and to use a modified image you need to put it in the \data\custom\web_root\images folder.  Your modified image needs to have the same name and dimensions as the original.  For example, the image that appears on the admin login page is called logo.gif.  You can either modify that image or create a new one with the same name and dimensions and put it in the \data\custom\web_root\images folder.  

After that, when someone goes to the admin login page, your image will appear, such as below: 
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 Following is a list of some of the images and where they appear in 4.2.x.  If you're running 4.3.x, the image names have changed a little and you will need to look at the HTML code: 

logo.gif - appears on the login pages, if you wish to use different images on the login pages, you will need to customize the login page and change the html code to match the image name 

powerschool_logo.2.gif - appears in the top left hand corner of main pages for the admins and teachers 

powerschool_logo.menu.gif - appears in the top left hand corner when viewing student screens by admins or teachers as well as some other pages such as teacher schedules that admins view 

alert_(name).gif - the alert images that appear when view student information by admins and teachers 

powerschool_logo.gif - the logo on the left of the parent's screen

 Change The Drop-Down Functions Menu
When you select a group of students to work with from the main admin page, you get a drop-down menu of functions you can use, starting with Attendance Change, followed by others listed in alphabetical order.  You can place the ones you use frequently at the top of the list so you don't have to scroll down all the time.  For example, if you use Print Report quite often, here's how to move it to the top of the list:

The lines above are the start of the drop-down menu - the rest of the options other than Attendance Change and Counselor's Screen are listed the rest of the way down in the coding.  For example, the Print Report choice is the following one:

If you would rather have it at the top of list, then move the entire Print Report line to right below the <option value=""> line so it looks like the following:

Changing The 'Which Reports To Print' List Order
The following shows how to change the list that appears when you choose to print a report.   By default, form letters appear together first, then report cards, and finally object reports.  There are four pages that you can edit:

Copy To - \data\custom\web_root\admin\studentlist 

Printing reports for an individual student:
Page to Copy* - printformletter.html

Printing reports for a group of staff:
Page to Copy* - printformletters.html
Copy From - \system\server\resources\web_root\admin\facultylist

Printing reports for an individual staff member:

Look for a line like the following in the html coding of the pages:

The 100 represents form letters, 110 is for report cards, and 500 for object reports.  If you would rather have a list with object reports first, then form letters, and then report cards, change the line to:

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Add An Option To Print On The Admin Help Screens
The help screens you can access in PowerSchool by clicking on the ? button by the logout button are helpful, but there's no print option.  You can print the screens by right clicking in Windows or ctrl-clicking on a Mac and pulling up a menu to print, but the following adds a print option to the help window for admins.  It's a javascript command that will prompt you to choose your printer like in a regular print:

Add A Print Preview Type Link To Report Edit Screens
One thing that can be time consuming when creating and editing reports, especially object reports, is having to select a student to preview the report.  One can somewhat work around the problem by using two browser windows or two computers.  The following offers another solution, which is to add a print preview type link to the bottom of the report page you use to edit reports like the following: 
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Before starting, choose a student in your system and put your mouse on top of the Quick Lookup link.  Write down the number that appears at the end of the link after frn=.  If you do not see a number, open the Quick Lookup link in a new browser window and look for the number at the end of the url. 

Even though you have several different reports, there are only four initial editing pages and those are the ones you will need to copy to the custom folders to edit to add the print preview link: 

Form Letters:

Change the name of the student from Julie Abplanalp to match the name of a student in your system you chose based on the 2nd paragraph of this page and change the frn number from 0012212 to the number you wrote down.  If you will be doing this on all four pages, set up the link on the form letters page, change the student and frn information on it, and then copy from there onto the other pages.

Clicking on the link will take you to the print screen where you need to choose the report from the drop-down menu.  The commands on the left side of the screen will reappear after you submit the report.  The link will appear regardless of the school, so you may need to add links to other students (one from the high school, one from the middle school, one from the elementary, etc.) to use when working with reports for other schools in the system.

Display Assignment Descriptions for Teachers and Admins
Lots of schools use the Description box when creating Assignments for parents to see descriptions, but in some cases, schools use it as a lesson plan area as well.  There's no easy way to see the descriptions in a list, so the following pages make it easy for teachers and admins to view the descriptions:

A Better Print Queue

This page includes many enhancements to the standard report queue page. First, the page will display a 10 second count down and then refresh itself, eliminating the need to keep hitting the refresh link to see if your job has completed.  Secondly, The page will display a refresh icon next to each job which when clicked will re-submit the job.  This is just an easier way to re-run a report without having to click the report name, check the re-run check box, and then clicking submit. It saves a bunch of clicks when testing new object reports. 

UPDATE: A fellow PowerSchool Admin Mr. Clayton Fuller from Tuacahn High School for the Performing Arts in Utah has added an additional feature to this page. Unlike my original page, the report queue will now stop refreshing itself once all the reports have completed. Thank you Clayton!

1.  Download and unzip the page "home.html" and the "refreshicon.gif" from www.nicktech.org
2. Copy both the page and the refreshicon.gif to Applications/powerschoolpro/data/custom/web_root/admin/reportqueue/   on your server (note: this assumes you have enabled the custom web root feature in powerschool 4.0 and later)
3. You may have to restart the powerschool server for this page to take effect.
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Forcing Data to be Entered in a Certain Format

If you need to force your users to enter information in a certain format here are the steps to do it.  This document should be updated as new information is found.

EXTERNAL FILES

The popup window:  (do this once.  No need to repeat this step after the first time)

1 – Go to PSUG and download the file openHelpWindow.js from 

Files > National > Custom_Screens > Field Restrictions

2 – Place this file in web_root > scripts

3 – I’m not sure if this will work if you only put it in the custom side of if you have to put it in both the custom and the regular side.  I put it in both.

EDIT YOUR PAGES CONTAINING RESTRICTIONS

· Open the file for the page containing your field. 

Get the form ready: (do this once per page)

*all examples will be from the General Demographics page (web_root/admin/students/generaldemographics.html)

1 – Find the line that starts “<form action=”


Ex: <form action="/admin/changesrecorded.white.html" method="POST">
2 – If an id is not set then set it.  You can name it anything you want but remember what it is.


Ex: id="theForm" ->

3 – Add an onSubmit command (onSubmit="return verify(this)") This is a javascript  line and it refers to a function we will set up later.  “verify” is the name of the function.


Ex: <form action="/admin/changesrecorded.white.html" method="POST" id="theForm" onSubmit="return verify(this)">
Now that the form is ready, make sure that any field to be verified is ready.

1 – Find the row containing the field you’d like to restrict. 


Ex: <input type="text" name="[01]home_phone" value="" size="17">
2 – If no id is set make one.  It should not contain the table number like we sometimes have to do for the name of the field.


Ex: id=”home_phone” ->

<input type="text" name="[01]home_phone" id="home_phone" value="" size="17">

3 – Repeat this for all fields to be verified.

Now we must add the script to tell it how to check the fields.  This is the most difficult part, but not that bad once you get the hang of it.

1 – Find the line that says ~[wc:commonscripts] and enter an empty line after it.  The page should now read:

Here’s what that means.  

The second script (<script src="../../scripts/openHelpWindow.js"></script>) only needs to be entered once per page and then never touched again.  It is saying that it should open the file we had brought over in the first step.  

The first script is the thing that does all the work.  Every time you see “themessage” it is what will be printed in the popup.  The script starts off by saying set “themessage” to equal “The following fields have errors: “ The \n tells it to go to a new line.  All error messages will appear after this.

The if lines are telling it what to look for.  The “which.home_phone.value” part is saying use the form’s home_phone field (as determined by the id) and check it’s value.  “==” is saying equals.  You can also say “>=” or  “<=” or “!=”.  The “” after is saying look for a empty value.  All together the line reads 


if (which.home_phone.value=="")

OR


If the home_phone field is blank then do what’s next.

The script then does everything after the open bracket { until the close bracket } and then it starts the next check.

“themessage” is set to itself plus a message to the user saying that the problem is that the home phone field is empty.  “anerror = true;” means tell it that there was some error so it can know to open the popup.

The second if statement is more difficult.  

(!(/^\d{3}\-\d{3}-\d{4}$/.test(which.home_phone.value)))

The “!” means not.  So it’s going to check if the home_phone field does not equal  the pattern.

/blah blah blah/ = everything inside the “/” marks is what it’s going to compare.

.test(which.home_phone.value)  = test the home_phone field to see if it matches.

\d{3} = 3 (no more, no less) numbers

\- = then “-“ 

\d{3}- = 3 more numbers then another dash

\d{4} = 4 more numbers.

So, here are some quick things to include if you are checking for different items.

US Phone Numbers ->

TO MAKE A FIELD NOT REQUIRED BUT FIT A FORMAT:

On occasion you may want have a field that needs to fit a format IF it is filled in, but it is not a required field.  For example, we have up to 5 phone numbers per contact.  Lets say there is only 3 phone numbers for a certain contact,  using the above phone number example would fail the page every time.  But we still want to force the phone number to enter correctly if one is entered.  To do that (using the home phone example) the code would be a combination of the 2 examples we’ve already used.

IF (Home_Phone is not blank) AND (Home_Phone does not match the format) THEN Produce the error screen

Ex: 

if ((which.home_phone.value!=””)&&(!(/^\d{3}\-\d{3}-\d{4}$/.test(which.home_phone.value))))

This statement says If there is something in the home_phone field but its not entered correctly then do whatever is next.  

If anyone has more (like international  zip codes for example)  let me know.  I’ll add them.

That should be it.  Hopefully this will help someone out there.  Feel free to let me know if something doesn’t work or if you have any other ideas on what we can do to make this easier (including how to make the document easier).

How To Create A Custom Alert

1. Create the new fields in PowerSchool

a. Log into your PowerSchool Server (admin side, sorry teachers).

b. Click on System from the menu on the left

c. Click on Custom Fields/Screens

d. Click on Student Fields

e. For each alert you wish to make you need to create 2 fields:

i. Alert_(your new alert) ex: alert_testmods

ii. Alert_(your new alert)expires ex: alert_testmodsexpires


2. Create the new popup windows

a. Find the alerts folder within the /admin folder.

b. Select any alert and do a save as in the custom/web_root/admin/alerts folder.

c. Name it the same thing you named your field.  In my example it is testmodsalert  because testmods comes after the alert_, in any case, alert should be the last word.  The “testmods” or whatever you use has to be the same thing that is in the code below 3.a.ii

d. Every time you see alert_other (or whatever it is on the page you copied) replace it with your alert from 1.e.i

e. Every time you see alert_otherexpires replace it with the alert from 1.e.ii

f. Change the line that contains <img src=”/images/alert_other.gif”…> with the path to the image you want use for this alert.  Leave the width and height the same.

g. SAVE!

h. Repeat these steps for all your alerts.


3. Update the wildcards

a. Find the title_student_end.txt file in your wildcards folder

b. Save a copy to the same place in the custom/web_root folder

c. The second line should look like <td>~[studentalert]</td>

d. Add the following code after ~[studentalert]

i. <a href="javascript:alertwindow('~[directory]', 'testmods', '~(studentfrn)')" onMouseOver="window.status='Test Modification Alert'; return true">~([01]alert_testmods;if.not.blank.then= <img src="/images/alert_testmods.jpg" height="24" width="31" alt="Test Modification Alert" border="0">)</a>

ii. Notice that ‘testmods’ will be the same thing that came after the alert_ of your new fields.

iii. Window.status = whatever you want to call the alert in plain English (or Spanish, or French)

iv. alt= plain speech again

v. img src= the location of the image you want to use on the PowerSchool pages

vi. The ~([01]alert_testmods;if.not.blank.then= is just saying only show the alert image if there is something in that field.

e. Repeat these steps for each alert you wish to create.

f. SAVE!

g. If you wish to put this alert on the teachers side you’ll need to do the same thing there.  I think you have to do it on every page, though I went ahead and made a brand new wildcard and put it on every teacher page so it is easier to update.


4. Update system resources

a. Click on System from the menu on the left

b. Click on System Settings

c. Click on Update PowerSchool Resources

d. Click on Submit button

e. This will take you to a page that will not change.  The system will update in the background.  Just click on the PowerSchool logo to move on and continue working.  NOTE:  This does not always seem to update everything.  Occasionally I have to restart PowerSchool or wait until the nightly process runs.  I can’t remember at the moment if this is one of those instances.


5. Update PowerSchool page to create a place to input into the new alert

a. Pick a page you’d like to have as your input page for these new fields.  I used the Other Information page which is found at admin/students/misc.html

b. If you haven’t already, copy the desired file to the corresponding location in the custom pages area of your server.  Remember, it has to follow the exact same path once you get into custom/web_root

c. Add your new fields in the custom page.  I copied the 3 rows for Other Alert (the header line and the 2 field rows) and then copied them after and changed the field names to my new ones.  Be sure to make the default date in the expires field 0/0/0, just to follow suit with the rest of the program.

d. Save!

Customizations for Powerschool Teacher
Add a Student Directory to PowerSchool Teacher
By default, teachers can only see student screens for their students.  The following adds a student directory to where teachers have a list of all the students in their school and can click on links to view current grades:

Pages to Copy* - studentdirectory.zip page from powerschool.essdack.org/customize
Copy To - \data\custom\web_root\teachers 

Download the zip file and copy the extracted html files to the folder mentioned above.  The page is a modified version of the staff directory page that lists students instead with their grade level, home phone number, and a link to a grades screens.  Below is a screen shot of how the page looks: 
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When a teacher clicks on the Grades link for a student, they will see a screen similar to the following:

The courses that will appear will depend on the school term.  The grades that appear will depend on the information in the html file called newql.html.  You will need to change the html coding to make different grading terms appear, and whether they should display stored grades or current grades.  The newql.html in the download file has examples of both - the Q3 are stored grades, and Q4 and S2 are current grades. 

Once the pages are copied to the server, teachers can access the main page by going to teachers/studentdirectory.html.  You can either keep the address quiet and only give it out to specific teachers (you could rename the page from studentdirectory.html to another name and if you do so make sure to update the link to the page in the newql.html page as well), or create a link to the page on your teacher pages.  You can also modify the page to include other student fields besides home phone numbers.

View PowerGrade Assignment Information in PS Teacher
When a teacher clicks on the web assignments icon for a class, they see a list of web assignments they can modify.   Once they open PowerGrade, the assignment is sent to PowerGrade and can no longer be modified via PowerSchool Teacher.  The following customization lists any assignments a teacher has in PowerGrade so they can view them to make sure they're not adding an assignment via the web that is already in the gradebook.  It is also useful for looking at assignment information in general.

Pages to Copy* - pgassignments.zip page from powerschool.essdack.org/customize
Copy To - \data\custom\web_root\teachers 

Download the zip file and copy the extracted html files to the folder mentioned above.  Below is a screenshot of how the Web Assignment page looks after clicking on the web assignment icon for a class: 
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When a teacher clicks on an assignment name link, (for example, Homework 1), they will see a screen similar to the following: 
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Change The Staff Directory In PS Teacher To List All Staff
By default, when a teacher clicks on the Staff Directory button when logged into PowerSchool Teacher, they only see the staff for their building.  The following shows how to change it so the directory lists the staff in all the buildings and to look something like the following: 
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Page to Copy* - facultydirectory.html
Copy From - \system\server\resources\web_root\teachers
Copy To - \data\custom\web_root\teachers 

Page to Copy* - facultydirectory-custom.html
Copy From - \system\server\resources\web_root\teachers
Copy To - \data\custom\web_root\teachers 

The facultydirectory.html page is the one that is displayed when the Staff Directory button is clicked on and the facultydirectory-custom.html is used for the links next to Listing Options. 

For the facultydirectory.html page, look for the following HTML coding:

And change it to the following by removing the schoolid=~(curschoolid) part:

For the facultydirectory-custom.html page, look for the following HTML coding:

And change it to the following by removing the schoolid=~(curschoolid) part:

To get the school abbreviations to appear in the directory, find the following HTML code on both pages and make the appropriate changes:

Change <td class="bold">Room</td> To <td class="bold">School</td>
Change <td>~(homeroom)</td> To <td>~([39]abbreviation)</td>
The [39]abbreviation code that appears in ( ) is a code that looks at the staff member's school id number and then pulls the appropriate abbreviation from the Schools (39) table.  If you would rather have the full school name appear rather than the abbreviation, enter [39]name in the ( ) instead.

Small districts may like having everyone in the district listed in the directory, but larger districts may prefer to have just the current building staff listed by default with links to other building staff directories appearing on the page.  One can accomplish this by making copies of the original  facultydirectory.html and facultydirectory-custom.html pages for each school and renaming them with a different name or number before the .html part.  For example, if the HS is building number 1000, the pages may be called facultydirectoryhs.html or facultydirectory1000.html, with the same manner used for the facultydirectory-custom.html pages.  The code in the html pages of schoolid=~(curschoolid) would stay on the pages, but ~(curschoolid) would be changed to the school number.  For example, if the school number is 1000, change the code to schoolid=1000 for the pages that list the directory for that school.  In addition to changing the code, you will need to update the links on the page to refer to the copied and renamed files for that page.  You then just need to add links to each of the directory pages to link to the other school's directory pages, either on the left side or on top.

Add a Student Roster to PowerSchool Teacher Attendance
Page to Copy* - classattendance.zip page from powerschool.essdack.org/customize
Copy To - \data\custom\web_root\teachers 

Download the zip file and copy the extracted html files to the folder mentioned above (if you'd like subs to also see the information, copy it to \data\custom\web_root\sub as well).  The page is a modified version of the page a teacher sees when they click on the chair icon in PowerSchool Teacher to take meeting attendance.  In addition to the regular top part, there is a student roster at the bottom that lists the student's name, grade level, and year-to-date absences for the class.  Below is a screen shot of how the page looks: 
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The student roster is based on the following HTML code and other information could be added to the roster (such as phone numbers) by adding column headings and fields/codes to the HTML:

Disable Autocomplete for the Teacher Login Password Box
(does not work with Safari)
Autocomplete is a setting on the browser where when a person enters a name on a form, the name is automatically finished and the password associated with it is entered in the password box.  PowerSchool encrypts the password a person types in, so what's automatically put in the password box is not the correct password at any time, so the following prevents the autocompletion of the password box but allows the autocomplete of the login box: 

Page to Copy* - pw.html from powerschool.essdack.org/customize
Copy From - \system\server\resources\web_root\teachers
Copy To - \data\custom\web_root\teachers 

Change the part on the html page that looks like this: 

('<input type="password" name="pw" value="" size="35">')

To look like this by adding the part in red: 

('<input type="password" name="pw" value="" size="35" autocomplete="off">')

Teachers can still have autocomplete enabled and used for other web pages, but when they go to the Powerschool Teacher page, the password box will not fill in.
Add Custom Student Screens to PowerSchool Teacher
When a teacher clicks on the backpack icon while logged into PowerSchool Teacher, he or she can view student screens by choosing them from a drop-down list.  The following is how to add custom screens to the list on the Quick Lookup drop-down box.  Teachers will only be able to view what's on the screen, so even if there is a submit button they won't be able to change anything. 

Page to Copy* - customscreentemplate.html from powerschool.essdack.org/customize
Copy From - \system\server\resources\web_root\admin\students
Copy To - \data\custom\web_root\teachers\studentpages 

Page to Copy* - quicklookup.html from powerschool.essdack.org/customize
Copy From - \system\server\resources\web_root\teachers\studentpages
Copy To - \data\custom\web_root\teachers\studentpages 

You will need to copy the customscreentemplate.html file because it's the file used to display custom screens.  You will not modify it though, it just needs to be in the folder or otherwise you'll get a page not found.  The file you will need to modify is the quicklookup.html one.  In the html coding for the drop-down box, you will need to add the html code to reference the custom screens individually.  To find the custom screen coding you will need to use, do the following: 

1)  Choose a student and click on custom screens.
2)  View the HTML code of the web page in the left frame that lists all of the custom screens.  You can do this by right clicking (Windows) or ctrl-click (Mac) somewhere in that window to bring up a menu that has an option to View Source.  
3)  The parts you're looking for start with <a href = customscreentemplate.html?frn - make note of the screenid numbers for the custom screens. 

Now you will need to modify the quicklookup.html file.  Look for the following piece of code on the page: 

<option value="">Select screens<option value="">--------------------~[x:teacherpages]</select>

By default, the [x:teacherpages] code creates the drop-down list by looking at the pages in the custom and system \web_root\teachers\studentpages folders.  However, the custom screens are not separate pages but are instead templates, so you must add each to the list individually.  The coding you will use will come from the #3 in the section above.  For example, if you looked at the HTML coding for the custom student screen part and saw the following:

<a href="customscreentemplate.html?frn=0012212&screenid=37">Academic Intervention</a><br>
<a href="customscreentemplate.html?frn=0012212&screenid=60">Alerts Modify</a><br>
<a href="customscreentemplate.html?frn=0012212&screenid=15">Internet Permission</a><br>

and decided you want the Academic Intervention screen and the Internet Permission screen to be available for teachers to view in PowerSchool Teacher, then you would need to add the following to the HTML coding on the quicklookup.html screen:

<option value="">Select screens<option value="customscreentemplate.html?frn=~(studentfrn)&screenid=37">CS - Academic Intervention<option value="customscreentemplate.html?frn=~(studentfrn)&screenid=15">CS - Internet Permission<option value="">--------------------~[x:teacherpages]</select>

Unlike above, your coding would be all on one line.  For each custom screen you wish to add, the option value part is the same except for the screenid number.  Be sure to use the words ~(studentfrn) instead of an actual student number so that it will pull up the screens for other students.   You can put any title you wish between the > and the next <.  On the example above, the screen names along with a CS to denote Custom Screen, but you can put anything you wish - what you put will appear in the drop-down list.  Put the coding before the <option value="">--------------------~[x:teacherpages] part because if you put it after you will get an erroneous page name as a divider between the regular pages and the custom pages.

Once PowerSchool resets, either overnight or if you reset it using System, System Settings, Reset Server (important - resetting the server will log everyone off), the screens will be available to teachers but only from the Quick Lookup screen.  If you want it to be on other screens, you will need to copy the coding from above to those pages as well. 
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Customizations for Parent Portal
Display Specific Messages to Users
There are a couple commands that you can use to display specific messages to users if certain criteria is met.  One is called the IF statement and the other is called the DECODE statement.  Below are some examples of how they work. 

Placing the following on the top line of a customized version of the guardian's home.html page - 

~[if.~(grade_level)=12]<span class="header"><center>Reminder - Seniors have graduation practice on Friday.</center></span>[else][/if]

will cause the following to appear for 12th graders only:
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Here is an explanation of the IF statement:

~[if.~(grade_level)=12] - this is the most important part of the statement.  After the period following the word if, you can put a field name and the criteria.  You can use any field name, including custom fields.

<span class="header"><center>Reminder - Seniors have graduation practice on Friday.</center></span> - after the criteria part, you put what you want to appear if the criteria is true.  In the example, the span class and center commands make the wording bigger and bold, plus centers the words.

[else][/if] - after the else part, you can add what you want to appear if the criteria is false, leave it blank to print nothing, or even leave off the [else] part.   The [/if] tells Powerschool to end the IF statement and is required.  In the example above, if the parent of an 11th grader logged in, they would see the following because the criteria would be false:
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The IF statement can be included on just one page, or if you want it to appear on every page on the parent portal, it can be included on the guardian_header wildcard file.  Below are some other examples of using the IF statement: 

If you only want information to appear for a certain school, use the schoolid field followed by the school number:

~[if.~(schoolid)=300]<span class="header"><center>Parent/Teacher Conferences are this Friday</center></span>[else][/if]

If you only want information to appear for a certain student, use the student_number  field followed by the school number.   You can also use field names in what will display, so the following would display the student's first name as well:

~[if.~(student_number)=123456]<span class="header"><center>~(first_name) needs to stop by the office today to pick up some papers.</center></span>[else][/if]

You can use custom fields to group students together and display information for the group.  For example, if you have a custom field called pickup_yearbook and a custom screen where you check off those who have not yet picked up their yearbooks, the following would place a reminder on the parent portal page (you can use the smart pronoun codes in the statement as well):

~[if.~(pickup_yearbook)=1]<span class="header"><center>~(first_name) needs to stop by the office and pick up ~(his/her) yearbook.</center></span>[else][/if]

In the same way,  you can use the Activities student screen and check off different activities to group students.   Activities are fields with a value of 1 when checked.  If you had an activity with a field name of football, the following would remind parents of upcoming events.

~[if.~(football)=1]<span class="header"><center>Football Banquet is this Saturday.</center></span>[else][/if]

You can include hyperlinks in the IF statement.  If the K-3 grades use standards and you have html versions of their grade cards created and in the guardian folder, the following would provide a link to the grade card if they were named after the grade levels (3rd grade card = RC3.html, 2nd grade = RC2.html, etc):

~[if.~(grade_level)<4]<a href="/guardian/RC~(grade_level).html">Click here to view the report card.</a>[else][/if]

The IF statement is used quite often on Powerschool pages.  If you view the html of the autoemailsetup.html guardian page or the guardian_header wildcard file, you'll see how it's used to only display information based on guardian or student logins.

The DECODE statement allows you to have different messages appear without having to use several different IF statements.  For example, if you have three schools - an elementary, a middle school, and a high school with school number's of 100, 200, and 300 - you can use a DECODE statement to print something different for each school:

~(decode;~(schoolid);100;Christmas parties at the elementary will be this Friday;200;The middle school musical is Wednesday night;300;Finals for all high school students will start on Thursday)

Here is an explanation of the DECODE statement:

~(decode; - the statement must start out with this exact wording.

~(schoolid); - in this part you specify which field you will base the rest of the statement on.  In this example, the statement will look at the schoolid field and act accordingly based on the information in the field.

100;Christmas parties at the elementary will be this Friday;200;The middle school musical is Thursday night;300;Finals for all high school students will start on Thursday) - in this part of the statement, you list the possible values for the field, followed by what you want to appear when the field has that value for the student.  In the example, the elementary school number is 100, so anytime the parent of an elementary student logs in, they would see the Christmas parties notice.  Middle school parents would see what follows the 200 part, and high school parents would see what follows the 300 part.

You can also combine the IF and DECODE statements.  For example, if you want some messages to only appear for a specific school and a different message for each grade at the school, the coding would look like the following:

~[if.~(schoolid)=300]~(decode;~(grade_level);12;Senior meeting Monday morning;11;Junior meeting Monday afternoon;10;Sophomore meeting Tuesday;9;Freshman meeting Wednesday)[else][/if]
Display Log Entries on the Parent Portal
The following allows you to display log entries on the parent portal.  The zip file contains two sets of files.  One set only allows the parents to view the entries, and the other allows both parents and students to view the entries.  The pages only display dates, authors, and descriptions but could be modified to show more:

Pages to Copy* - logentries.zip pages from powerschool.essdack.org/customize
Copy To - \data\custom\web_root\guardian 

If you want both parents and students to see the log entries, only copy the files from the 'parents and students' folder.  If you only want parents to see the entries, only copy the files from the 'parents only' folder.  One of the files is a modified copy of the Teacher Comments page.  When a parent or student clicks on it, they will see links to the other two files like below:  
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On the 'parents only' version, the links do not appear when a student clicks on the Teacher Comments icon, and if they try to type in the url to go to the log pages they will receive an access error like below: 
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Below is how the  'Discipline Log Entries' page looks - it only shows the date, author, and description, but more information could be added: 
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Below is how the 'All Log Entries' page looks - it labels each entry either discipline or non-discipline, but the non-discipline labels could be more descriptive by changing the decode statement on the page: 
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If you only want entries after a certain date to appear, or do not wish to show all the log entries, the readme file in the zip file has more information on what to do.

Add Student Screens to the Public Pages
By default, the public only sees a set number of screens - those dealing with grades, attendance, teacher comments, etc.  You can add more screens for the public to view by taking existing student screens and changing some coding on them, and then creating a link to them on the public page.  The following example will show how to add the student schedule screen to the public page, but any page can be used: 

You can find the web pages that are used for student screens by going to the student screen section while logged in as an admin and putting your mouse on top of the link on the left side.  For example, the List View under scheduling is a page called schedulelist.html and there's a link on that page to a year long schedule and that page is called yearsched.html.   These two web pages, as well as other student pages, are located in \system\server\resources\web_root\admin\students.  To add the year long schedule to the public pages, do the following: 

Page to Copy* - yearsched.html from powerschool.essdack.org/customize
Copy From - \system\server\resources\web_root\admin\students
Copy To - \data\custom\web_root\guardian 

Once the page is copied, the header and footer information need to be changed to match those of other public pages.  Find the web page labeled lunchbal.html in the \system\server\resources\web_root\guardian and open it and go to the HTML part of it.  Replace the following parts in yearsched.html with information from lunchbal.html: 

In yearsched.html, replace the following at the top of the page:

Leave everything in between alone as that is the content of the page itself.  The same changes would be made for any other student page. 

The next step is to make a link to the page.  If you wish to make the change where the icons appear, you will need to modify a file called guardian_header.txt: 

Page to Copy* - guardian_header.txt
Copy From - \system\server\resources\web_root\wildcards
Copy To - \data\custom\web_root\wildcards 

If you don't use the My Calendar icon and would rather use that spot for a place where the public can click on to see the entire year schedule, find the spot in the guardian_header.txt file that reads as follows: 

<a href="mycalendars.html?~[randomnumber;20]" ONFOCUS="this.blur();"><img src="/images/btn_mycalendars.gif" width="55" height="61" alt="My Calendars" border="0"></a>

And change the mycalendars.html part to yearsched.html and replace the btn_mycalendars.gif reference to the name of a new image that you create and upload to the  \data\custom\web_root\images folder for the student page.  If you'd rather use a different spot, find the a href part for that section and make the changes there instead.

Modified wildcard files only work after PowerSchool resets, either overnight or if you restart it manually.  If you're using 4.2.1, you can also reset the server using System, System Settings, Reset Server (important - resetting the server will log everyone off).  There is another way to reset wildcards without having the system reset and logging people off - email me at mfreund@essdack.org if you would rather use that method. But once the server has reset and the wildcard change is in effect, the public will be able to click on the new icon and see the student page. 

If you have several student screens you wish to add, click on the following link to learn how to change one icon in the guardian_header.txt file and use a drop-down menu on the student screens to change to other student screens:

If you have several screens you wish to add to the public section, it won't be feasible to change several icons in the guardian_header.txt file.  Instead, you can change one of the icons you don't use and then have a drop-down menu on the student screens to change to the other student screens.  This is similar to changing to different screens when in the backpack area of PowerSchool Teacher. 

The following example is based on adding the Demographics View (demo.html), Entire Year Schedule (yearsched.html), and Bell Schedule (schedule.html) student screens: 

Follow the directions on the 'Add Student Screens to the Public Pages' first to copy the pages to the custom folder, and modify them according to the instructions.  Also, replace a link in the guardian_header.txt, such as the My Calendar one, to point to the demo.html page and replace the image.  Next, do the following on each of the three student screen pages (demo.html, yearsched.html, schedule.html) to add the drop-down menu: 

Add the following to the top of the page above the ~[wc:guardian_header] line:

Replace what appears after 'Student Information -' with the title for that page, but leave everything else alone.  If you have more than three pages, just keep adding option value lines for each page.

Display Course Descriptions On One Page
Teachers can add course descriptions for each class by clicking on the Class Info icon and then entering information in the Description box.  When parents or students log in to the parent portal, they see those descriptions when they click on a final grade for a term.  However, there is no built-in way to see all the descriptions.  The following custom page displays the course descriptions on the same page as the teacher comments, allowing parents or students to read them all at one time:

Page to Copy* - teachercomments.zip from powerschool.essdack.org/customize
Copy To -  \data\custom\web_root\guardian 

Download the zip file and copy the extracted html file to the folder mentioned above.  Below is a screenshot of an example of the page : 
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Allow Parents to Update Student Information
Whenever a parent clicks on the Email Notification page and makes changes and clicks on Submit, they're updating some data fields for that student in the database.  By adding a few lines to the page, parents could update other information, such as addresses, contact information, telephone numbers, etc.: 

Page to Copy* - autoemailsetup.html from powerschool.essdack.org/customize
Copy From - \system\server\resources\web_root\guardian
Copy To - \data\custom\web_root\guardian 

The following part from the original page updates the guardian email field for the student anytime submit is clicked on:

Below is a breakdown of the HTML

What's in blue is just a label and could be anything you want to type in for that part.  The red part creates a text box on the screen with the current information.  A parent could change the information in the box and the change would be recorded when they click on submit.  What's in quotes after name= is the name of the field to update and must be a current field and you must have the [01] before the field name.  You can check field names by clicking on View Field List on the start page of PS Admin.  The value= part is the size of the box.

You could create the page in a HTML editor program or just hard code it.  There is a file size limitation, so you may not be able to put everything on the page you want updated, or you may have to remove the original email options part.  You'll need to remind parents who have more than one student that they will need to make the updates for each student.   Students who login do not have access to the Email Notification page, so by modifying it you don't have to worry about them making changes.  However, to lower the chance for entry errors, such as city names,  you may want to use drop-down boxes for some items.  The part on the original page dealing with [01]autosend_howoften gives an example of how to use drop-down boxes.  

You can download a file that has some contact information fields on a modified page by downloading autoemailsetup.zip and copying the html page within the zip folder to \data\custom\web_root\guardian.  Below is a screenshot of how part of the page looks:
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Remove Links On The Parent Access Pages
When a parent or student logs in, they see a variety of icons on the top of the page.  You may want to remove an icon, such as Class Registration or My Calendars for some reason.  You only need to modify one file to accomplish this (further down the page are other possible options to consider): 

Page to Copy* - guardian_header.txt
Copy From - \system\server\resources\web_root\wildcards
Copy To - \data\custom\web_root\wildcards 

The file is a text file and should be opened and edited in a text program like Wordpad or BBEdit.  The following is the code for each of the icons:

To remove an icon from the screen, delete the information above that correspond to the icon.  Save the file and the icon should be gone.  Modified wildcard files only work after PowerSchool resets, either overnight or if you restart it manually.  

Rather than removing icons, you may want to consider doing one of the following instead: 

Modify the Pages - leave the icon but change the contents of the page.  For example, you could change the requestform.html page by deleting the content area and adding some text like "This page is not available at this time".  The html pages to modify are listed in the paragraphs above and you would copy the pages from  \system\server\resources\web_root\guardian to \data\custom\web_root\guardian and modify them. 

Replace the Icons - replace the icons with your own icons and point them to other pages, see the customization titled "Add Student Screens to the Public Pages" for more information.

Add A Help Page Link On The Parent Access Pages
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One thing missing from the parent/guardian pages is a way to get online help and explanations.  There is a help web page for them on the server, but no link to it.   The following puts a ? button next to the logout button that links to the page and the screen looks like the following:

Copy From - \system\server\resources\web_root\wildcards
Copy To - \data\custom\web_root\wildcards 

The file is a text file and should be opened and edited in a text program like Wordpad or BBEdit.  Look for a line like the following on the page:

Modified wildcard files only work after PowerSchool resets, either overnight or if you restart it manually.  If you're using 4.2.1, you can also reset the server using System, System Settings, Reset Server (important - resetting the server will log everyone off).  There is another way to reset wildcards without having the system reset and logging people off - email me at mfreund@essdack.org if you would rather use that method. 

After the reset, there will be a help button next to the logout button on the parent screens.  When clicked, the pa_02_functions.html page will open in a new browser window.   If you would rather use a page other than the pa_02_functions.html page, just copy it to the same location and change the link in the code in the guardian_header.txt file to point to it instead.  If you need to change the txt file, you will need to reset the server to see the changes.

If you would rather use a different image for the help button, create one and copy it to your images folder in the custom folder and change the code that starts with <img src= to the name of the image.

Unfortunately the pa_02_functions.html page has some bad html that shows up when viewed but you can delete it by doing the following:

Individualizing The Logo On The Parent/Guardian Pages
At the top of the parent/guardian pages is an image of a red apple and the word PowerSchool.  You can change that to either use a different system-wide logo, or have logo's appear based on the school: 

To use a different system-wide logo - because of the following code on each page, the pages look for an image called powerschool_logo.gif:

1.  Modify a copy of the current logo image.  If you create a new image instead, be sure to name it powershool_logo.gif and that it has the same width and height as the original.  If you would like it to blend into the background be sure it is a transparent gif.  

2.  Copy the modified or new image to \data\custom\web_root\images.   The pages will start using the new image. 

To have logo's appear based on the school - you will need to create an image for each school and modify the HTML in a custom wildcard file: 

1.  Modify a copy of the powerschool_logo.gif image for each school or create new files based on the same dimensions.   If you would like the images to blend into the background be sure they are transparent gifs.  Name the modified or new file the school's abbreviation as used in PowerSchool and in all capital letters except for the word gif.  For example, the PowerSchool abbreviation for Apple Grove High School is AGH and so the gif would be named AGH.gif.  To find the abbreviations that PowerSchool uses for each school, go to District Setup, Schools/School Info.  It's very important that you save them using the abbreviation in PowerSchool and you use all capital letters except for the gif part.  (The reason for the all capital letters is PowerSchool will look for a gif named that way and with some servers the file names are case sensitive.  Depending on your server, lower case file names may work.) 

2.  Copy the images to \data\custom\web_root\images. 

3.  Modify the guardian_header.txt wildcard file - 

Page to Copy* - guardian_header.txt
Copy From - \system\server\resources\web_root\wildcards
Copy To - \data\custom\web_root\wildcards 

The file is a text file and should be opened and edited in a text program like Wordpad or BBEdit.  Look for the following line on the page: 

<img src="/images/powerschool_logo.gif" width="183" height="107" alt="" border="0"> 

and change "/images/powerschool_logo.gif" to "../images/~[schoolabbreviation].gif" 

Modified wildcard files only work after PowerSchool resets, either overnight or if you restart it manually.  If you're using 4.2.1, you can also reset the server using System, System Settings, Reset Server (important - resetting the server will log everyone off).  There is another way to reset wildcards without having the system reset and logging people off - email me at mfreund@essdack.org if you would rather use that method.  

After the change, pages will use the gif file named with the school abbreviation based on the school the parent or guardian is in instead of the powerschool_logo.gif file.  Be sure to put both dots (..) before /images or otherwise it will not look in the correct folder for the new images.  Following are screen shots of logins from the same district but different schools:

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Add the Student Standards Scores Screen to the Public Pages
If a school uses PowerSchool Teacher to enter standard's scores using the Final Grade Entry, those scores appear for the admins and teachers to view, but not for parents.  The following shows how to add modified versions of the screens that admins see to the parent portal so that parents can also view the scores. 

The pages in the zip file are from a 4.2.1 server.  If you are on a different version, test the pages first and if they don't work, modify your pages using the instructions in the 'Add Student Screens to the Public Page' link.

Pages to Copy* - standards.zip pages from powerschool.essdack.org/customize
Copy To - \data\custom\web_root\guardian 

Download the zip file and copy the extracted html files to the folder mentioned above.  One of the files is a modified home.html file, so if that file already exists in the custom folder, modify your version rather than copy over it with the file in the zip file.  Below are explanations of the four files: 

home.html - this is the page parent's see when they first login or click on Grades and Attendance, this version adds a link above the legend that reads "View Standard Scores" which takes a parent to the standards.html page.  If you already have a customized home.html page, add a link to it to standards.html 

standards.html - a modified version of the screen admins see, if a parent clicks on a scores link they will see the scores for that standard, both current and historical, clicking on the link will take them to the storedstandardsscores.html page 

storedstandardscores.html - another modified page, if scores exist they are listed and if there are no scores a line appears stating there are no scores, scores have a link which take them to storedstandardscoredetail.html 

storedstandardscoredetail.html - on the admin side this page shows details about the score, but on the parent side, this page has been modified to only show a message that details are not available and to click back on the browser
