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$Count

$COUNT is used for multi-file queries to count the number of records in the first (primary) file.


The query below will count the number of incidents a student has listed in the Discipline file.  You can see that $count counted each row for Robert Abdallah (4 total).
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UF (Unique Field)

This operator will display the first occurrence of the data field it is placed AFTER.


The following query lists all discipline incidents for a group of students.  You can see that each student is listed multiple times.
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If you place the UF after lastname, then each last name is listed uniquely.  This will take all the Smiths and only display the first one.
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When you move the UF after Student id, it will list each student uniquely.
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Query Execution Order
When a query is sent to the SASI data processor, actions are taken in a logical order.
1. Results are fetched matching the conditions
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You can see that only students with Incident Dates greater than August 1st, 2007 are returned.
2. A count is performed on these results
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The count of ADIS records is calculated in the order they were added to SASI.  The ‘sequence’ number is an internal identifier that lists the incidents were added.  Notice that the sequence numbers do not start at 1.  Remember, we are filtering on ‘incident date’.

3. The results are sorted according to the supplied sort
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Since the sequence number is the order the incidents are added to SASI, a reverse sort on it will list the last one first.  (Notice what happens to the ‘Total Incidents’ count)

4. UF is calculated and duplicates are removed
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The UF then comes in and removes all the extra lines for each ‘Student ID’ (since the UF was placed after permnum).
